2008至2009年度中學地理野外考察報告比賽
Secondary School Fieldwork Report Competition, 2008-2009

Aims

The aims of this competition are three-fold:
1. To enhance students’ ability in geographical learning through enquiry-based field studies.

2. To extend students’ knowledge and concerns through authentic, genuine and real situation.
3. To promote cooperative learning amongst students and help students to broaden and deepen their knowledge of geographical issues.

Eligible groups

This competition is open to all Secondary 4 to Secondary 7 students in Hong Kong.  They should form groups of four to six members each.  Each school can send one group fieldwork report for this competition.

Scope of fieldwork

Competing groups can conduct an enquiry-based fieldwork about a geographical issue or geographical concept learnt in their lessons.  The enquiry must be geographical dealing with spatial distribution, pattern or man-land relationship.  The field enquiry should be carried out in an outdoor environment.  The study area may be local or out-of-territory.
Contents of the fieldwork report

Competing groups are advised to write up and present the fieldwork in the following sections:

1. Introduction – What were your aims, topic of study and where did you do the fieldwork?
2. Data collection – What and how did you do?

3. Analysis of the results – How did you manipulate the data? What did you find out?
4. Interpretation and Conclusion – How did you interpret your findings?  How well did your conclusions fit the aims of the work?

Format of the fieldwork report
The length of the fieldwork report should be about 1,000 to 2,000 words, written in either Chinese or English, and supplemented by maps, drawings, graphs and statistical diagrams.  Fieldwork reports should be submitted in both hard copy of printout on A4 paper and soft copy containing the computer file(s) concerned.

Please follow the following procedures in application and submission of reports.

1. The application form can be downloaded from the HKGA website, http://www.hkga.org.  Completed application forms should be emailed to fieldwork@hkga.org on or before Friday, 27 February 2009.

2. A briefing session on how to conduct an enquiry fieldwork in geography will be held for the school teachers and students participating this competition at 2:00 pm on 14 March 2009 (Saturday) at Room 511, Lui Ming Choi Centre, Ho Sin Hang Campus (old campus), Hong Kong Baptist University, Waterloo Road, Kowloon Tong.  Schools participating this competition are free to join this briefing session.
3. Participating groups should submit their fieldwork title, topic of enquiry on or before Monday, 23 March 2009.

4. Fieldwork report in both hard and soft copies should be sent to the Caritas Chan Chun Ha Field Studies Centre, 39 Chi Ma Hang Rd, Cheung Chau, HK on or before Friday, 11 July 09.
Winners’ list and prize-giving

Results will be published in the HKGA website (http://www.hkga.org) before September 2009.  Winning schools will be informed by mail.  Prize-giving ceremony will be organized by HKGA in mid-November 2009.  Prizes are as follows:

· (i) Champion; (ii) 1st runners-up; and (iii) 2nd runners-up

· Teams with outstanding performance – Limited to a maximum of three teams



Certificate of Outstanding Performance will be awarded
· Teams with very good performance – No quota on the number of teams


Certificate of Merit will be awarded.

2. The copyright of the winning fieldwork reports shall be held by Hong Kong Geographical Association.

3. The teams for the short listed will be invited to present their work at the prize-giving ceremony.
